At SIS-Ruwais, students are prepared to meet the 
admissions requirements of the most competitive 
universities in the U.A.E., the U.K.,  the U.S., 
Japan, Hongkong, Singapore, Canada, Europe, 
and Australia. With the support given through 
university counseling, we make sure our students 
have access to their universities of choice.

University counseling begins early in High School 
at SIS-Ruwais. The counseling team administers 
general interest surveys and engages students 
in discussions about their career interests.
